3.  �Circle of Concern’s finances. Our cash flow is tighter than it’s ever been. We want to 
purchase supplies for the November outreach and just pay our bills. 

4.  �Pray for our Next Bucerias Mexico Missions trip – for 
more people to go (Special shout out to you who 
used to come with us... we miss you!) Start praying 
for an amazing outreach. Also, keep the La Fuente 
staff in your prayers.

Year End Update from La Fuente Riviera
Dear family and friends,

We’ve had a tremendous year of challenge and growth. At the beginning of 2010 Maya 
and I met with our staff for a day of prayer and planning for 2010. We asked that He’d 
bring us souls; especially young people. We asked the Lord for a beautiful playground 
for the children, we asked for an area for parking. We also asked for the funds to start 
building our school rooms and kitchen area. Our God did exceedingly and abundantly 
beyond all we could ask. 

We have a beautiful playground, four operational school rooms and our kitchen/dining 
area is near completion. Another piece of property has been purchased for our mis-
sion in Punta de Mita. Two new areas of ministry were started in the nearby town of 
San Vicente. We did a room remodel for a needy family in our neighborhood and we 
built a home for a poor family. We served 1,800 free meals to the needy and preached 
the gospel on every occasion. Our youth group has grown to about 30 along with our 
adolescent group. We minister to between three  to four hundred people each week. 
We now have 3 full time couples working on paid staff with us. 

IT ALL STARTS WITH LOVE AND THE SIMPLE GOSPEL

A couple from my church asked me to accompany them to the town of San Ignacio 
(BTW – for those of you used to go to Sayulita, this was the small town we would drive 
by on the main highway) to share at a small group they recently started. San Ignacio is 
a town with no evangelical church. We met on a piece of property that only had a small 
house on it.  A tarp was placed on the ground and 60 anxious children soon crowded 
the tarp to receive their Bible class. A group of about 15 adults sat on a board supported 
by plastic paint buckets to hear the “gringo” share the scriptures. I was deeply moved by 
the simplicity and deep desire to hear about our Savior. Most of these people come from 
the southern state of Chiapas looking for work in this tourist area. Economically poor and 
spiritually hungry they are the “good soil” where the Word will produce a harvest. 

Jesus was right when He said that the harvest is plentiful but the laborers are few. We 
are more committed than ever to preach the Gospel and plant new churches in 2011. 
Please pray for more workers to be raised up for the harvest in our area!
