We have the largest team coming ever! 50 people
have confirmed and we've purchased non-stop
Alaska Air tickets.

And sadly, the Villa Amor has no more rooms for
married couples or families.

The trip only has a few more spots left for
single males or females. In other words, you can

from outside Southern California you may have an easier time finding a lower fare.

For anyone still wanting to come, the price of the trip is $595 plus the cost of airfare.

We have about 20 leaving from LAX and also from San Diego, 4 coming from New
Brunswick, Canada, and several from Oregon and Louisana. With 6 church and mission
works thriving and construction in progress, there will be much to do. We will be stay-
ing in Sayulita this time at the beautiful Villa Amor...come and join us!

We do need help with purchasing Outreach supplies. Bibles, children’s ministry materials,
dental supplies, eyeglasses and more. We will be serving one of our new churches in a

pretty impoverished village, and we'll set up clinics and a kids program at the local school.

The La Fuente staff is doing an amazing job growing and multiplying. I would have never
thought wed be this far so soon since purchasing the first plot of land in Bucerias! Your
support and prayers have truly made all the difference!

This was the hardest thing that my 3
children and | have ever done. She is doing well
there and | am getting good rest and starting
to heal.
